XRAIL SYSTEM 

Installation Guide 
The information in the following guide is for the user to identify and learn the installation process of all 

XRAIL Systems.  The XRAIL Systems (whether Compact Version or Full Version) operate and install the 

same way. 

Note:  In the following instruction guide, the installation of the inner tube housing to the XRAIL outer 

ƘƻǳǎƛƴƎ ƛǎ ǎƘƻǿƴΧ ǘƘŜǎŜ ǎǘŜǇǎ ǿƛƭƭ NOT be required when you receive your XRAIL System as this is already 

done at the factory before the product is shipped.  Steps 10 ς 14 are only needed to change tube housings 

from compact to full, vice versa or for maintenance of your XRAIL System.   If you purchased the XRAIL 

System for the FNH SLP, you need to replace the existing magazine tube with the RCI magazine tube that 

came with your purchase first.   

Update:  The 2010 models do not have jaw clamps as shown in pictures.  The installation is the same; the 
XRAIL System will just look a bit different with the new design.  Please do not over-tighten XRAIL System 
to gun barrel.  This will cause a slight oval effect and the XRAIL System will not be able to freely rotate.  
Once tightened correctly, we recommend a few drops of Loctite® Threadlocker Blue 242® Nut and Bolt 
Locker to keep the unit secure to your gun.
